We participate in Passport to Manhood,
Smart Girls, Torch Club, 4H,
Anchored4life, and a variety of other
curriculums that help us cultivate
experiential learning experiences for our
youth. Youth are offered opportunities
to develop in Health & Wellness,
Education and STEM, Performing,
Applied and Digital Arts, Leadership &
Service as well as Sports & Recreation.

The Youth Center offers a time for teens
every evening from 2:00pm — 6:00pm to
socialize with other teens through art
projects, culinary classes, gardening,
video games (rated Teens Xbox,
PlayStation and Nintendo), and more.
